· Ranjana Sonawane becomes the first Indian to get the UID (Unique Identification) and Tembhli in Nandurbar district becomes first Aadhar village in India.

· In a major FDI policy relaxation, the government allows retailers to sell to end-consumers products sourced from group wholesale companies, backed by foreign firms.

· Managing Director of the State-run ONGC Videsh (OVL), Ranbir Singh Butola is selected to head Indian Oil Corporation (IOC), nation’s largest refining and fuel marketing firm.

· Information Commissioner A. N. Tiwari takes over as the new Chief Information Commissioner, succeeding Wajahat Habibullah. 

· Sixty years after the matter first went into litigation, a Special Full Bench of the High Court of Allahabad rules that the disputed land in Ayodhya where the Babri Masjid stood for 500 years until it was demolished in 1992, shall be divided into three parts. 

· India and Mozambique sign three agreements besides agreeing upon a credit line of $500 million for infrastructure projects.

· India’s Aluminium major, National Aluminium Company announces to target an annual turnover of Rs. 25,000 crore by 2020 by giving major thrust on diversification and capacity addition.

· As per the government data released in New Delhi, India’ current account deficit, representing net flow of income out of the country barring capital movements, surged three-fold to $13.7 billion in the April-June quarter over the same period in 2009.
