Abohar Is a leading place in Punjab for Agricultural research of the region. 

Achalpur, formerly known as Ellichpur and Illychpur, is a city and a municipal council in Amravati District in the Indian state of Maharashtra. It has a twin city known as Paratwada.

Adilabad is a town and a municipality in Adilabad district in the state of Andhra Pradesh, India. Adilabad district also consists of many landscapes like Kuntala Waterfalls, Sahyadri mountains,rivers like the Godavari, Penaganga, Pranahitha, etc.

Addanki is a town/municipality and a Mandal headquarters in Prakasam district, in the state of Andhra Pradesh. It is located between Guntur (70 km) and Ongole(40 km) and Narsaraopet (50 km) three major towns.

Adipur is a city in Kutch district in the state of Gujarat, Indian Institute of Sindhology established at Adipur, Gandhidham (Kutch) is a centre for advanced studies.

Adoni is located in the border of Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka. During British period Adoni was known as Second Mumbai as it is the hub for all types of businesses. As many rice mills are sealed due to some reasons, the production of rice is reduced. But still Adoni is the richest producer of cotton and it there is a big market yard in the town and hence the town is called as the Town of Cotton or Grain Market of South India.

Adoor is a town and a municipality near Pandalam in Pathanamthitta district, Kerala. The main attraction in Adoor is the Krishna Sree Parthasarathy Temple. The temple is dedicated to Lord Krishna, known here by the name of Parthasarathy. It is one of the oldest Krishna temples in Kerala.

Akaltara is a town and a nagar palika in Janjgir-Champa district in the state of Chhattisgarh.

Alappuzha also known as Alleppey, is a town in Alappuzha District of Kerala state of southern India. Alleppey is an important tourist destination in India.[3] Backwaters of Alleppey are world famous and is the most popular tourist attraction in Kerala. (Vembanad Lake, where one can witness the magnificent union of six major rivers which spread out extensively before joining the 80 km coast line of the district. The town of Alleppey is crisscrossed by a system of canals, which is a part of the National Waterway .

Alipurduar is a sub-divisional municipal town of Jalpaiguri district, and is located at the eastern end of the district. Situated on the east bank of Kaljani River on the foothills of the Himalayas. This town located in the Dooars (called the Queen of Dooars) region is known for its forest, wildlife, timber and scenic beauty, since the colonial period.

Amudalavalasa is a 3rd Grade Municipality and a Mandal headquarters in Srikakulam district in the state of Andhra Pradesh, Amadalavalasa means 'the town of Castor oil'. During the historic period, i.e. during the times of Ashoka.

Amalapuram is a town in East Godavari district in the state of Andhra Pradesh. It is the headquarters of Godavari delta named Konaseema, the triangle formed by the waters of Godavari. These lands (Black cotton soil) are highly fertile for growing crops like coconut and paddy. Kakinada and Rajahmundry are the two connecting cites to Amalapuram.

Ambikapur is a city in the Surguja district of the Indian state of Chhattisgarh. It is the District headquarters of Surguja district, the largest district of Chhattisgarh.

Amreli is a small city in Kāthiāwār in Gujarāt. The Kāthiāwār, peninsula of western India, is in Gujarāt State. The peninsula extends southwest into the Arabian Sea and is bounded on the northwest by the Gulf of Kachchh and on the southeast by the Gulf of Khambhāt.

Ancharakandy (or Anjarakandy) is in Kannur district in the state of Kerala, Asia's largest, and associated processing plant are still operational and visitors can view the process of preparing cinnamon spice and extraction of oil. In 1903, the local king, Pazhassi Raja and the British Army waged war for control of the estate.

Anugul is a town and a notified area committee in Anugul district in the state of Orissa.

Araria is situated at the northern part of Purnia and Madhepura in Bihar. Borders of Araria are surrounded by Nepal in northern side, Kishanganj in eastern side and Supaul at south-west side.

Areraj is situated on tha bank of Gandak river. Areraj is the educational hub in the East Champaran Areraj is a holy city of North Bihar which is 28 km. south West of Motihari.

Anakapalle is a town Visakhapatnam district of Andhra Pradesh,The Anakapalle town is famous for its jaggery market. Its market is ranked second in India in terms of jaggery imports/exports.

Anand  is the administrative centre of Anand District in the state of Gujarat, Anand is known as the Milk Capital of India.

Aruppukottai  is a town and a municipality in Virudhunagar district in the state of Tamil Nadu, Aruppukottai are famous for production of jasmines.

Ashtamichira is a village in Thrissur district in the South Indian state of Kerala. It has also been a center of growth in the past decade, with numerous businesses opening up in the area. The vast paddy fields and coconut groves that surround Ashtamichira represent the core strength of the area, which is agriculture.

Asika "The Sugar City" is a town and a notified area committee in Ganjam district in the state of Orissa. .It is situated at 40 km from Brahmapur on West and 35 km from Bhanjanagar on the East at the confluence of Rivers Rushikulya.

Attingal is a town and a municipality in the Thiruvananthapuram district, Kerala state, India, bounded by the Mamom and Vamanapuram rivers.

Agra city, west-central Uttar Pradesh state, north-central India, on the Yamuna (Jumna) River.  Agra is best known as the site of the Taj Mahal (17th century). The region around Agra consists almost entirely of a level plain, with hills in the extreme southwest. The region is watered by the Yamuna River and the agra Canal; millet, barley, wheat, and cotton are among the crops grown. 

Ahmedabad city, eastern Gujarat state, west-central India. It lies along the Sabarmati River. Ahmedabad grew to become the sixth most populous city and the largest inland industrial centre in India.Ahmedabad lies at the junction of main roads leading to Mumbai and central India, the Kathiawar Peninsula, and the Rajasthan border.The chief crops grown in the surrounding area are cotton, millet, wheat, and pulses.  

Ahmednagar town, west-central Maharashtra state, western India. It lies along the Sana River, (210 km) east of Bombay. Agriculture is the mainstay of the surrounding area. Rainfall is extremely unreliable, however, and food scarcity is a perennial concern. Millet, wheat, and cotton are the locality’schief dry crops, and sugarcane ranks as the most important irrigated crop. Industries include sugar processing and cotton ginning and pressing

Aizawl town and capital of Mizoram state, northeastern India. It is situated on a ridge at an elevation of about 2,950 feet and is the most populous town in the state.The surrounding region is a part of the Assam-Myanmar (Burma) geologic province, with north-south-aligned, steeplyinclined hill ranges. Timber and bamboo are collected from the dense hillside forests. The soil cover is generally thin except in the river valleys, where rice, corn (maize), beans, tobacco, cotton, pumpkins, oilseeds, and peanuts (groundnuts) are grown. Poultry raising, hunting, fishing, and animal husbandry supplement agriculture. 

Ajmer city, central Rajasthan state, northwestern India. Ajmer lies in a hilly region that forms part of the Aravalli Range and its outliers and is drained by headstreams of the Luni River flowing southwestward and by tributaries of the Banas River flowing eastward. Agriculture is the principal occupation; and corn (maize), wheat, millet, gram (chick-pea), barley, cotton, oilseeds, chilies, and onions are the chief crops.

Akola city, north-central Maharashtra state, western India, on the Marna River. An important road and rail junction in the Tapti River valley, it is a commercial centre trading chiefly in cotton. There are also textile and vegetable-oil industries. 

Aligarh city, west-central Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. The city itself is usually called Koil, The city is an agricultural trade centre; the processing of agricultural products and manufacturing are also important.

Allahabad city, southern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. It is situated at the confluence of the Ganges and Yamuna(Jumna) rivers. Allahabad stands on the site of ancient Prayag, a holy city. Allahabad has some industry (food processing and manufacturing) and is a marketplace for agricultural products.  

Alleppey  city, southern Kerala state, southwestern India. It lies on a narrow land spit between the Arabian Sea and Vembanad Lake, south of Kochi (formerly Cochin). The city’s economy is based largely on the coconut. Coconut oil is milled there, and coir ropes, mats, and carpets are manufactured and exported. 

Almora town, Uttaranchal state, northern India. It lies on a ridge of the Himalayan foothills. Almora is also called a town of temples. Almora is a town in the shape of a horse shoe. 

Alwar city, northeastern Rajasthan state, northwestern India. The city is surrounded by a wall and moat and is dominated by a fort on a conical hill against a backdrop of a range of hills.Its major industries include cloth weaving, oilseed and flour milling, and the manufacture of paint, varnish, and pottery

Ambala city, northeastern Haryana state, northwestern India, just east of the Ghaggar River. A major grain,cotton, and sugar trade centre, One of India’s largest military cantonments, 

Amravati town, northeastern Mahrashtra state, western India. It lies (137 km) west of Nagpur. The town occupies an important position near passes through the hills that separate the cotton-growing regions of the Parna River basin (west) and the Wardha River basin (east). A growing industrial centre, it is expanding toward nearby Badnera; its cotton mills supply Bombay, Calcutta, and Ahmadabad.

Amritsar city, northern Punjab state, northwestern India. It lies about  (25 km) east of the border with Pakistan. Amritsaris the largest and most important city in Punjab and is a major commercial, cultural, and transportation centre. It is also the centre of Sikhism and the site of the Sikhs’ principal place of worship, the Harimandir, or Golden Temple.
Amroha town, northwestern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India, west-northwest of Moradabad town, on the Sot River. A marketplace for agricultural produce, its chief industries are hand-loom weaving, pottery making, and sugar milling. 

Anandpur Sahib Anandpur Sahib by Guru Teg Bahadur, this hilly place in the lap of Shivalik Hills.located in Chandigarh, district Ropar (Rupnagar) Punjab. There is also a Thermal Plant put up by Punjab State Electricity Board at Ropar. Besides cement plant has been set up by Ambuja Group of Industries near Thermal Plant at Ropar. 

Ankleshwar Ankleshwar is a town in Gujarat state of India. The city is located approximately ten kilometers from Bharuch (Broach). Anksleshwar has an industrial township called G.I.D.C. (Gujarat Industrial Development Corporation), which is the biggest industrial township in Asia.Today, Ankleshwar has over 100 big and small chemical plants. These chemical plants produce insecticides, speciality chemicals, and paint.Ankleshwar is well connected by Indian National Highway No- 8

Aurangabad town, west-central Maharashtra state, western India, on the Kaum River.Aurangabad is known for its artistic silk fabrics, Aurangabad is also a popular tourist centre, a result of its proximity to the Ellora and Ajanta cave temples.

Ayodhya city, south-central Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. Ayodhya is located in center of the state of Uttar Pradesh, in the northern region of India. It is a part of the great northern plains and is situated on the south bank of river Saryu.The city of Ayodhya is an important pilgrim place for Hindus in India. It is one of the seven holiest cities of India. Ayodhya is the birthplace of Lord Ram,

Baddi is an industrial town and a Nagar panchayat in the Southwestern Solan district of Himachal Pradesh, Baddi is an industrial centre[citation needed] of Himachal Pradesh, being part of an industrial corridor stretching from Barotiwala to Nalagarh along the western border of Solan district.

Bade Bacheli is a town and a nagar panchayat in Dantewada district in the state of Chhattisgarh. It is now very well known as NMDC Township with nature all around to explore and withness. ESSAR Steel Plant situated in Kirandul 10 KM away to Bacheli Township.

Badepalle is a census town in Mahbubnagar district in the state of Andhra Pradesh,

Baharampur is a city in the West Bengal. Baharampur is the fifth largest city (after Kolkata (Calcutta), Howrah, Asansol, Siliguri) and situated in central part of West Bengal. The city’s industries include silk weaving, ivory carving, rice and oil-seed milling and precious metal working. A famous type of metal used to make bells called "Khagrai Kansha" is made in the city.

Balangir, also known as Bolangir, is a city and municipality in Balangir district in the state of Orissa, Balangir has a rich cultural heritage.

Bali Pali district in the state of RajasthanThe town is situated on the left bank of the Mithari river. It has an average elevation of 298 metres (977 feet). In the east it has Aravali Hills and fort of Kumbalgrah is visible from Bali. In North it has two rocky Hillocks where temples of Hinglaj Mata and Dantiwara are located respectively.

Balod is a town in bank of river tandula and a nagar palika in Durg district in the state of Chhattisgarh. There are two Dams nearby Tandula and Aadmabaad built on river sukha and tandula.

Baloda Bazar is a town and a nagar panchayat in Raipur District in the state of Chhattisgarh, As of now there are functioning L&T cement, Ambuja cement, Lafarge cement.

Banka is a city and a municipality in Banka district in the state of Bihar, This town is situated between two rivers "Chandan" and "Orhani". The town acts as the border of Bihar and Jharkhand state.

Bapatla, formerly known as Bhavapuri, is a town and mandal of Guntur District, Andhra Pradesh
Bargarh is located in western Odisha, close to the border of neighboring state of Chattisgarh. The whole of Bargarh district lies in the Deccan plateau with Eastern Ghats running close to the town. As per the earthquake zoning of India, Bargarh falls in the zone 2 category, the least earthquake prone zone.

Barpeta is the headquarters of Barpeta district, Assam, India. The city is located about 90 kilometres (56 mi) north west of Guwahati. Barpeta is renowned in the Historical map of Assam as the "Land of the Satras".

Bangalore city and capital  of Karnataka  state, southern India. One of India’s largest cities, Bangalore lies 3,113 feet (949 metres) above sea level atop an east-west ridge in the Karnataka Plateau in the southeasternpart of the state. Bangalore lies on the Varanasi-Kanniyakumari National Highway, Bangalore is also a centre for publishing (newspapers and periodicals) .

Bareilly city, central Uttar Pradesh state, northern India, on the Ramganga River.  Its industries include sugar production, and furniture and rope manufacture.The Indian Veterinary Research Institute is at Izatnagar, part of the Bareilly urban area.
Belgaum city, northwestern Karnataka (formerly Mysore) state, southern India. It is located in the Western Ghats at an elevation of 2,500 feet (760 m) above sea level. Belgaum has cotton-weaving, leather, clay, soap, pottery, and metal-utensil industries. Shahpur is known for goldwork and silverwork,

Bellary town, east-central Karnataka  state, southern India.  Bellary processes cotton, the region’s main cash crop,and has distillery and sugar-refining enterprises.

Bharatpur  town, eastern Rajasthan state, northwestern India.  Bharatpur is situated on an immense alluvial plain with isolated hilly areas in the north and south Bharatpur is an important industrial and agricultural market centre. Its major industries include oil mills, metal-fabricating factories. Keoladeo National Park is a renowned bird sanctuary known for its flocks of wintering migrant species, including the rare Siberian crane; the park was declared a World Heritage site in 1985.

Bharuch town, southeastern Gujarat state, west-central India. It lies along the Narmada River near the Gulf of Cambay of the Arabian Sea. Bharach was one of the most celebrated harbours in ancient India. Bharach is a commercial and industrial centre, with a substantial cotton industry, as well as handloom weaving and ink and glass manufacturing. 

Bhavnagar town, south-central Gujarat state, west-centralIndia, on the western shore of the Gulf of Cambay of the Arabian Sea. It is connected with the main Western Railway system and has a port for small vessels to the north. The chief agricultural products of the surrounding region are cotton and grains; salt is processed.

Bhawanipatna The district head-quarter of Kalahandi, is an excellent base to visit Patalganga particularly where a natural spring revered as the Ganges by the local populace, converges into a lovely pool erected at the foot of the spring. 

Bhilai town and major industrial centre, southeastern Madhya Pradesh state, central India, in the Chhattasgaah region

Bhilai Nagar plant to manufacture rails and structural steel.  Other industries in Bhilai Nagar include a cement plant, a sulfuric acid plant, an ammonium sulfate plant, and sawmills.

Bhopal is located in the northwestern part of the state of Madhya Pradesh, in the central region of India. It lies along the slopes of a sandstone ridge, which is a part of the Malwa plateau and is located at an altitude of 523m. It is to the west of Jabalpur and to the east of Ujjain, the other two major cities of Madhya Pradesh. The city itself sits on the banks of a vast lake spanning almost 10 square miles, which dominates the landscape , mesmerizing quality. 

Bhubaneswar Bhubaneswar, The modern capital of Orissa, and the “Temple Metropolis of India” can still boast of 500 temples.
Bhuj-Rudramata town, northwestern Gujarat state, west-central India, situated in the lowlands between the Rann (marsh) and the Gulf of Kutch. It is a commercial centre for wheat, barley, cattle, cotton, and salt produced in the hinterland. Handicrafts include the manufacture of cotton cloth and silver items. The city was devastated by a massive earthquake in 2001.

Bijapur city, northern Karnataka (formerly Mysore) state, southern India. An important site of medieval Indian Islamic architecture, The magnificent Gol Gumbaz is the main attraction of this city. It is the largest dome in India and the second largest in the world. 

Bijnor city, northwestern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. It lies near the Ganges River,Bijnor is also noted for thread manufacturing.The District of Bijnor has an area of 1791 sq. m. The aspect of the country is generally a level plain, but the northern part of it rises towards the Himalayas, the greatest elevation being 1342 ft. above the sea-level.the Koh and Ramganga are the principal rivers that flow through the district,

Bikaner city, north-central Rajasthan state, northwestern India. Bakaner is situated in an arid tract of undulating sand hills where the breeding of camels, horses, and sheep is the principal occupation. Because there are no rivers, irrigation is chiefly by means of deep tube wells. Bajra (pearl millet), jowar (sorghum), and pulses are the chief crops grown in the locality.

Bodh Gaya village in central Bihar state, northeastern India.It is situated west of the Phalgu River, a tributary of the Ganges. One of the holiest of Buddhist sites, Gaya is a major centre of commerce. The city lies near the junction of the Gangetic Plain and the Chota Nagpur plateau and is notoriously hot in summer.

Bokaro Steel City and metropolitan area, north-central Jharkhand state, northeastern India. It lies along the Damodar River, just west of one of India’s largest iron and steel plants.Situated in the Chhotanagpur Plateau, the vast rolling topography of the city is typical, strewn by graded valleys and winding streams. In this setting, within a short period of two decades, a new city with a strong multi-dimensional economic base, has blossomed into a regional urban centre 

Brahmapur town, southeastern Orissa state, eastern India, (14 km) from the Bay of Bengal. It lies on the Calcutta-Madras national highway and the South-Eastern Railway line; it is a trade centre for rice, sugarcane, and other agricultural products of the region.

Bundi city, southeastern Rajasthan state, northwestern India. An agricultural market centre, it is situated in a gorge surrounded by forested hills on which stand several palaces and forts. Bundi is surrounded by the Aravalli hills on three sides and is circumscribed by a massive wall with four gateways. Bundi is very famous for its intricate carvings and murals. 

Chaibasa  is a city and a municipality in West Singhbhum district in the state of Jharkhand,. Chaibsa is district headquarter of West Singhbhum district.

Chakradharpur is a city and a municipality in West Singhbhum district in the state of Jharkhand, It is located on the Chota Nagpur Plateau 62 Kilometers west of Jamshedpur, Chakradharpur is close to boundaries of two neighboring states Orissa and West Bengal. It is enriched with huge amount of natural resources like rivers, mountain valleys, and forest reserves.

Champhai is a border town in Mizoram state. It is located on the Indo-Myanmar border and is situated in a strategically important location. Because of this it is the main business corridor for India and Myanmar in the state.

Chandausi is a city and a municipal board in Moradabad district in the state of Uttar Pradesh. Chandausi is known for mint oil, which has become the city's main trade. The mint plant (Mentha piperata) is cultivated on a large scale.

Changanacherry is a municipal town in Kottayam district in the state of Kerala, is known as the Gateway to High Range and Kuttanadu (the area of backwaters and rice fields). It is ideally located between Thiruvananthapuram and Kochi.

Cheeka is a city and a municipal committee in Kaithal district in the state of Haryana, Cheeka is a big hub of businesses like Rice Mills and Marble Shops. It is well known for its grain market which trades a variety of paddy and wheat mostly.

Cheruthazham is a census town in Kannur district in the state of Kerala. It is the location of the famous Hanumarambalam, dedicated to Sri Rama and Hanuman.Cherutazham is also the birthplace of Kalamandalam Krishnan.

Contai is head quarters of Contai subdivision in Purba Medinipur district, West Bengal, Contai is about 160 km away from Kolkata and 30 km from the beach town Digha.

Chikkaballapur The town of Chickballapur is approximately 56 km north of Bengaluru (formerly Bangalore), the silicon plateau of India. Chikballapur has a high elevation located in the center of the Nandi Hills region. The Kalavara Halli hill Kalavaara betta, is becoming famous because of the trecking involved to reach the top of the hill.

Calicut (Kozhikode) city, northern Kerala state, southwestern India. It is situated on the Malabar Coast,(666 km) west-southwest of Madras by rail. A once-famous cotton-weaving centre, it is remembered as the place of origin of calico, to which it gave its name (i.e., Calicut).Kozhikode’s port is virtually closed during the monsoon season, and ships must lie (5 km) offshore at other seasons. Besides coconut products, the city exports pepper, ginger, coffee, tea, and other crops.

Cannanore city, northern Kerala state, southern India. A port on the Arabian Sea, The city has large spinning, weaving, and hosiery mills and exports some copra, coir, and pepper. It is the site of several forts, a Portuguese church, and several mosques. The economy of the hinterland is based on the growing of cashews, peppers, and coconuts. Fishing is also important.

Chandannagore city, southeastern West Bengal state, northeastern India, just west of the Hooghly River and part of the Calcutta urban agglomeration. It is connected by road and rail with Calcutta and Burdwan. 

Chandigarh city and union territory of India. Located on the plain just south of the Shiwalik Hills,The city of Chandagarh is the capital of the territory, as well as the joint capital of the states of Haryana and Punjab.

Chandipur Chandipur (16 kms) away from Balasore Railway Station on Howrah-Madras line of South Eastern Railways annique beach where the sea water recedes about 5 kms during low-tide and advances to the shore line again during high-tides each day. An ideal beach resort of Orissa.

Chennai (Madras) Chennai capital of Tamil Nadu state, India, on the Coromandel Coast of the Bay of Bengal.Madras is the shortened name of the fishing village Madraspatnam, where the British East India Company built a fort and trading post in 1639–40.The main commodities exported from Madras are leather, iron ore, and cotton textiles. Wheat, machinery, iron and steel, and raw cotton are imported.
Chhatarpur town, north central Madhya Pradesh state, central India. The town is a major road junction and is a trade centre for agricultural products and cloth fabrics.

Chitradurga town, eastern Karnataka state, southern India. A cotton-trading centre and terminus of a spur railway line in the Hagari River valley, it has industries that include cotton ginning and pressing. The district is also known as Kallina Kote (“the place of the stone fort”), and is home to the “Fort of Seven Rounds”, built with large stones

Chittoor city, southern Andhra Pradesh state, southern India. Situated  (130 km) west-northwest of the city of Madras. The surrounding area is composed mainly of the Chittoor Basin along the course of the Penner River in the vicinity of the mountains of Cuddapah. Natural resources are poor, and the only agricultural products of note are sorghum, peanuts (groundnuts), and bajra (pearl millet)

Cochin (Kochi) town and major port on the Arabian Sea, west-central Kerala state, southwestern India. Also the name of a former princely state, “Cochin was an insignificant fishing village until the backwaters of the Arabian Sea and the streams descending from the Ghats caused the separation of the village from the mainland, turning the landlocked harbour into one of the safest ports on India’s southwestern coast. 

Coimbatore Coimbatore is located on the Noyil River, 300 mi (480 km) south of Madras. Coimbatore district  [7,500 sq km] comprises a fertile, undulating plateau 3,000 ft  above sea level. Surrounded by the Nalgiri (northwest) and Anaimalai and Palni (south) ranges of the Western Ghats, it has a warm, dry climate and has been subject to famines. The plateau is an important cotton-producing region, and coffee and tea 

Cuddalore city, northeastern Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, on the Bay of Bengal coast. An ancient seaport, Cuddalore developed rapidly after trading rights were obtained by the British East India Companyin 1682, but it later declined with the expansion of Madras. It now handles only a small percentage of Tamil Nadu’s foreign trade, dealing almost exclusively with Malaysia and Singapore.

Cuttack town, administrative headquarters of Cuttack district, eastern Orissa state, eastern India. Lying at the apex of the Mahanadi River delta. It comprises a narrow, marshy strip along the coast and, inland, an irrigated, rice-growing alluvial plain and a hilly section. Drained by the Mahanadi and Brahmani rivers, the district produces jute and pulses, with fishing also important. Glass, steel tubes, paper, and textiles are among the manufactures.

Dahod,on the banks of river Dudhimati, is a towncity with a municipality in Dahod District within the State of Gujarat, The Dahod Market Yard is the biggest commodity markets of Gujarat second only to Ahmedabad, due to this many agro based industries have come up in Dahod.

Deesa is a city and a municipality in the heart of Banaskantha district in the state of GujaratDeesa is situated on banks of the river Banas. Deesa is well known for potato plantations. Potato Agriculture research centre is situated here.
Dhamtari is a city and a municipality in Dhamtari District in the state of Chhattisgarh, There are significant lead deposits in the area of Dhamtari.

Dhekiajuli is a city and a municipal board in Sonitpur district in the state of Assam. There are several tea estates in its vicinity. Some of the major ones include Sapoi, Julia, Dibrudarrang, Tinkhuria and Dhekiajuli TE, Panbari TE (Kanoi Groups of Co.)etc. It is also very close to the Orang National Park.

Darjiling  town, extreme northern West Bengal state, northeastern India. The town is situated on a long, narrow mountain ridge of the Sikkim Himalayas that descends abruptly to the bed of the Great Rangit River. The town lies at an elevation of about 7,000 feet. The main economy is based primarily on tea, which is plantation-grown from the Tarai up to elevations of 6,000 feet.

Dehra Dun city, capital of Uttaranchal state, northern India. It lies in the Himalayan foothills at an elevation of 2,200 feet Dun is a valley between the Himalayan foothills and the Siwalik Range. Dehra Dun is also the headquarters of the Survey of India and of the forest department .  Dehra Dun city, is apopular summer resort

Delhi city and national capital territory, north-central India. Delhi is situated on the west (right) bank of the Yamuna River,  Delhi is bounded to the west by a northern extension of the Aravali Range known as the Delhi Ridge.

Dewas city, western Madhya Pradesh state, central India. It is located on the Malwa Plateau at the foot of the conical Chamunda Hill. The surrounding area consists chiefly of level plains of the Malwa Plateau, watered by the Narmada, Sipra, and Kali Sindh rivers. Wheat, sorghum, rice, cotton, and oilseeds are the chief crops.

Dhanbad city, eastern Jharkhand state, northeastern India. It lies in the Damodar River valley near the Jharia coalfield and is an important agricultural-trade centre.The nearby Jharia and Ranaganj coalfields have helped make the region India’s leading coal producer. 

Dharamsala  city, western Himachal Pradesh state, northwestern India, located on a lower slope of the Himalayas. Dharmshala is a scenic health resort. Aerated water is bottled there, and slate is quarried nearby. The city was virtually destroyed by an earthquake in 1905.The Dalai Lama took up residence in Dharmshala when he was forced into exile from Tibet in 1959.

Dindigul city, Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India. Situated between the Palni and Sirumalai hills, Dindigul lies on the banks of Kudavanar river with a total landscape of 6058 sqkm.The Dindigul district is divided into 7 taluks namely, Dindigultaluk, Kodaikanal taluk, Natham taluk, Nilakkottai taluk , Oddanchatramtaluk, Palani taluk & Vedasandur taluk. The south west and north east monsoons are the major sources ofrainfall.It is known for its drought prone characteristies.

Dungarpur town, administrative headquarters of Dungarpur district (3,770 sq km) consists of a hilly forested area drained by the Mahi River, which forms part of its eastern boundary Rajasthan state, northwestern India. An agricultural market centre, it is linked by road with Udaipur, as well as with Vadodara.  Agriculture is the principal occupation,and wheat, millet, rice, corn (maize), and pulses are the chief crops. Beryllium, lead, zinc, silver, iron-ore, and mica deposits 

Durgapur city, southern West Bengal state, northeastern India, just north of the Damodar River. Connected by road and rail with Calcutta. Durgapur is one of India’s chief steel-producing centres. Other major industries include a coal washery, an alloy and special steel plant, a coal-mining machinery plant, brick and tile manufacturing, and several large thermal-power units.

Erattupetta is a town in Kottayam district in the state of Kerala. Erattupetta is situated in the foothills of High Ranges. It was the commercial capital of the Poonjar

Ernakulam Ernakulam district of Kerala state lies between 9º 47' and 10º 17' and longitudes 76º 9' and 76º 47' and is bounded on the north by Thrissur district, on the east by Idukki district, on the south by Kottayam and Alappuzha districts and on the west by the Lakshadweep Sea. Ernakulam is the most industrially developed district in the state. There are 40 large and medium industries in the district.

Erode town, northern Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, on the Cauvery River. Erode is a railway hub and is the junction for the Pykara and Mettar hydroelectric schemes. Industries include cotton ginning and the manufacture of transport equipment

Fatuha is situated at the confluence of the Ganges and Punpun Rivers. The area is known as Triveni since the mythical river Saraswati is said to unite with these two rivers here. Fatwa, is a city and a notified area in Patna district in the state of Bihar
Faridabad town, southeastern Haryana state, northwestern India, connected by road with Delhi (north) and Mathura (southeast) Delhi-Mathura National Highway No.2 (Shershah Suri Marg) passes thru centre of District. It has a railway station on the Delhi-Mathura double track. Faridabad is famous for Heena Production on agriculture sector while tractors, motorcycles, switch gears, refrigerators, shoes and tyres are other famous industrial products of the city.

Gadwal is a town, Mandal and a municipality in Mahbubnagar district in the state of Andhra Pradesh. Gadwal is known for its world famous handloom jari sarees.

Gauripur is a town and a town area committee in Dhubri district in the state of Assam, Gauripur is a small beautiful town in the western side of district head quarter Dhubri. The main town is situated by the river Gadadhar on its eastern side.

Gunupur is located at Rayagada district of Orissa. It has an average elevation of 83 metres (272 ft). It is located in the lap of the Eastern Ghat and on the banks of river Vamshadhara. It has a mixed climate of mountains & Coastal Plain.

Gandhinagar Gandhinagar, named after the father of the Nation is the new capital city, of Gujarat, on the banks of the Sabarmati River and is about 32 kms. from Ahmedabad. It is the second planned city in India after Chandigarh and presents a spacious, well-organized look of an architecturally integrated city.

Gangtok town, capital of Sikkim state, northeastern India. It lies at an elevation of 5,600 feet. The town (the name of which means “top of the hill”) rises over slopes extensively terraced in corn (maize).

Gauhati city, western Assam state, northeastern India. It lies along the Brahmaputra River and is picturesquely situated with an amphitheatre of wooded hills to the south.Guwahati is an important river port and Assam’s principal commercial centre. It has an oil refinery and a state farm, and its industries include tea processing, 

Ghaziabad town, administrative headquarters of Ghaziabad district, Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. it is located on the Grand Trunk Road 12 mi (19 km) east of New Delhi. Modern Ghaziabad is a rapidly developing industrial town. Many workers commute daily to New Delhi, where goods produced in Ghaziabad are also marketed. Manufacturing and processing industries include vegetable oil, electroplating, tapestries, diesel engines, bicycles, railway coaches,

Gorakhpur town, southeastern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. It lies along the Rapti River.Gorakhpur is now a centre of industry and trade in agricultural products. Industries include textiles, printing, sugar milling, 

Guntur district, northeastern Andhra Pradesh state, southern India, in the Krishna River Delta.Guntar’s economy is dominated by the growing of jute, tobacco, and rice. It is also the site of an agricultural research station

Gurgaon city, southeastern Haryana state, northwestern India, situated between Delhi (northeast) and Rewari (southwest), to which it is connected by roadand rail. Sometimes called Hidayatpur, Gurgaon is an agricultural trade centre. In the surrounding region, irrigation by wells supports cultivation of grains and oilseeds

Gwalior city, northern Madhya Pradesh state, central India. Gwalior is on a major national highway and is a railway junction. The old city of Gwalior centres on a walled fortress, one of the most famous in India, that is situated atop a cliffed plateau nearly (3 km) long that rises a sheer 300 feet  from the plain.Gwalior is an important commercial and industrial centre that is engaged in the distribution of agricultural produce, cloth fabrics, building stone, and iron ore.

Haflong is a town and headquarters of Dima Hasao district of Assam. It is adoringly called the 'Switzerland of the East'. Haflong is a quaint hill station breath takingly beautiful,garlanded by the hills and an unending saga of gently flowing streams and waterfalls.

Haridwar city, northwestern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. Haridwar lies along the Ganges River, at the boundary between the Indo-Gangetic Plain (south) and the Himalayan foothills (north).  Haridwar is one of the seven sacred cities of the Hindus and a major pilgrimage centre

Hazaribag Hazaribagh, to the south of Gaya, is a hill resort in the Damodar valley. There is a wildlife sanctuary here. The British had built the picturesque town of Hazar Bag or Hazaribag at a height of 615m at hilly plateau of Chhotonagpur. Grey hills stands are the most important features.

Hisar city, northwestern Haryana state, northwestern India, on the Sirhind branch of the Western Yamuna . The city is surrounded by a wall with four gates and contains the remains of Faraz Shah’s fort and palace and several ancient mosques, Canal. industries include cotton ginning and handloom weaving

Howrah city, east-central West Bengal state, northeastern India. Howrah lies along the west bank of the Hooghly River directly opposite Calcutta. It is Calcutta’s largest satellite city and is the second largest city in West Bengal state.Howrah has major Grand Trunk Road connections and is the eastern terminus of major rail lines traversing eastern, northern, and central India. 

Hubli city, western Karnataka  state, southwestern India. Hubli is a trading centre with cotton mills, ginning and pressing factories, and a large newspaper industry.
Hyderabad capital of Andhra Pradesh state, in southern India. It is located on the Deccan Plateau and Masi River.Hyderabad, the fifth largest metropolis of India, is the state capital of Andhra Pradesh, known for its rich history and culture with monuments, mosques, temples, a rich and varied heritage in arts, crafts and dance.Hyderabad has become a centre of trade and commerce. Cigarettes and textiles are manufactured,

Ichalkaranji is a City in Kolhapur district in the Indian state of Maharashtra. Ichalkaranji was a Princely state situated on the banks of Panchganga River. Sugarcane is the main Cash crop. Ichalkaranji today is one of the fastest growing industrial areas in Maharashtra and has even been termed the "Manchester of Maharashtra".

Idar is a city and a municipality in Sabarkantha district in the Indian state of Gujarat. Idar is at the southern end of the Aravalli Range. It is known for the manufacture of toys.

Itarsi is a city in Madhya Pradesh Its a centre of our country. Itarsi is a commercial hub for agricultural goods, and is also famous for its railway junction. The Bori Wildlife Sanctuary and Tawa Dam are nearby.

Imphal capital of Manipur state and administrative headquarters of Manipur Central district, northeastern India, lying in the Manipur River Valley, at an altitude of 2,500 ft.Manipur, popularly known as the “land of jewels” splits up naturally into two parts the hills and the plains.Imphal West district is progressed in industries Handloom abd handicrafts and other traditional cottage and small scale industries, however constitute the bulk of the industrial units.

Indore  Indore is called the ‘ Mini Mumbai ‘ of India, situated on the banks of the rivers Saraswati and Khan, and is the largest city in Madhya Pradesh. Major industries include the manufacture of textiles, tile, cement, chemicals, tents, furniture, and sporting goods; grain milling; and metalworking. There are auto and cycle workshops and engineering works.

Itanagar The capital of Arunachal Pradesh, Itanagar is also known as ‘the Land of the Dawnlit Mountains’. It is located to the east of Tawang and has been identified with Mayapur, a city dating back to the 14th -15th century AD. The major attractions of Itanagar include the It a fort, Buddhist monastery.it borders India in the extreme northeast and brushes shoulders with China. 

Joda is a city in the Kendujhar district district of the coastal state of Orissa. Joda's economy is mostly based on large-scale Steel producers, such as Tata Steel, Jindal Steel and SAIL. This region has some of the richest iron deposits in India
Jabalpur city, central Madhya Pradesh state, central India. Jabalpur lies just north of the Narmada River in a rocky basin surrounded by low hills that are dotted with lakes and temples. The surrounding region includes the Haveli, an extremely fertile wheat-growing area at the western end of the Narmada River valley. Rice, jowar (sorghum), gram, and oilseeds are other important crops. Iron-ore, limestone, bauxite, clay, fireclay, steatite, feldspar, manganese, and ocher deposits are extensively worked.

Jaipur city, capital of Rajasthan state, northwestern India. A walled town surrounded by hills, The Old City (Known as the Pink City) is a great place to wander around. commercial trade centre. Industries include engineering and metalworking, handloom weaving, distilling, and the manufacture of glass, hosiery, carpets

Jaisalmer city, western Rajasthan state, northwestern India. The surrounding region, once a princely state, consists almost entirely of sandy waste, forming part of the Great Indian (Thar) Desert. The Kakni, the only river, spreads over a large area, forming Bhij Lake. Bajra (pearl millet) and jowar (sorghum) are the chief crops. The breeding of goats, camels, sheep, and cattle is widespread; and limestone, fuller’s earth, and gypsum deposits are worked.

Jalandhar city, administrative headquarters of Jalandhar district, Punjab state, northwestern India.Jalandhar is located on the intensively irrigated plain between the Beas and Sutlej rivers. The city, which has major road and rail connections, is a market for agricultural products. Manufactures include textiles, leather goods, wood products, and sporting goods.

Jamnagar town, southwestern Gujarat state, west-central India. Jamnagar is situated on the Kathiawar Peninsula, southeast of Bedi, its port on the Gulf of Kutch of the Arabian Sea.The principal crops are grains, cotton, and potatoes. Handloomed cloth and silk are the chief manufactures, and fishing is important.

Jamshedpur city, East Singhbham district, Jharkhand state, northeastern India, at the junction of the Subarnarekha and Kharkai rivers. Sometimes called Tatanagar, Industries include India’s principal ironworks and steelworks, a vehicle assembly plant, and factories manufacturing agricultural implements, enameled ironware, and locomotive engine parts. It houses the National Metallurgical Laboratory 

Jodhpur city, administrative headquarters of Jodhpur district, Rajasthan state, northwestern India.Jodhpur district  [22,860 sq km] chiefly consists of a sterile tract covered with high sand hills, sometimes referred to as Marwar (“region of death”). Its north and northwest areas form part of the Great Indian (Thar) Desert. The Luni, the only river in the district, irrigates the southern region. Bajra (pearl millet), pulses, jowar (sorghum), oilseeds, mung , and corn (maize) are the chief crops.

Kadi is a city and a municipality in Mehsana district in the state of Gujarat. Kadi is known as the cotton city of India.

Karaikal  is a major port city of east coast in Karaikal district in the Union Territory of Puducherry, Karaikal is a small coastal enclave of territory which was formerly part of French India. Together with the other former French enclaves of Puducherry  Yanam, and Mahé, Karaikal forms the Union Territory of Puducherry. Karaikal is bounded on the North and South by Nagapattinam district of Tamil Nadu state, on the west by Tiruvarur district (also belonging to Tamil Nadu), and on the East by the Bay of Bengal.

Kakinada city, northeastern Andhra Pradesh state, southern India. Although a seaport, it is now little used because the anchorage is  (8 to 10 km) offshore. Because it is situated in a shifting deltaic region, the port has to be constantly dredged to keep the seabed at a uniform depth of 4 to 6 feet  Kakinada is an exporter of cotton, peanuts (groundnuts), sugar, and tobacco.

Kalimpong city, extreme northern West Bengal state, northeastern India, just east of the Tista River. The city, a Himalayan hill station, is linked by road with Darjeeling, Silaguri, and Baghdogra and is the terminus of the mule-trade route from Tibet. It has a large bazaar and conducts a brisk trade in raw wool.

Kalyan city, western Maharashtra state, western India, on the Ulhas River, northeast of Bombay, a part of the Greater Bombay urban agglomeration.Now part of the Greater Bombay industrial complex, it specializes in the manufacture of chemicals, synthetics, and electrical equipment.

Kanchipuram town, northern Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, on the Palar River and the Madras-Bangalore road and rail systems. One of the most ancient towns of southern India,

Kannur city, northern Kerala state, southern India. A port on the Arabian Sea. The city has large spinning, weaving, and hosiery mills and exports some copra, coir, and pepper. The economy of the hinterland is based on the growing of cashews, peppers, and coconuts. 

Kanpur city, administrative headquarters of Kanpur district, Uttar Pradesh state, northern India, southwest of Lucknow, on the Ganges River.Kanpur district, about 2,400 sq mi in area, is a fertile stretch of alluvial plain between the Ganges and Yamuna rivers. It is watered by tributaries of the two rivers and by the Lower Ganges Canal. Crops include wheat, gram (chick-pea), jowar (sorghum), and barley.

Kanyakumari town, southern Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India. The town is situated on Cape Comorin, which is the southernmost point on the Indian subcontinent. The fertile soils inland from Kanniyakumari support an extremely dense population, while the sandy coastal plain contains worked deposits of monazite and ilmenite. The area is primarily agricultural but has some handloom weaving industries. 

Karnal city, east-central Haryana state, northwestern India. It lies along the westbank of the Yamuna River and is just east of the Western Yamuna Canal. Karnal is an important trade centre for grain, salt, metal, and cotton. Its industries include vegetable-oil and saltpetre refining, liquor and perfume distilling, and light manufacturing.

Kashmir Kashmir is an area on the northern borders of India and Pakistan; officially known as Jammu & Kashmir. Kashmir covers an area of 222,237 SqKm. Mount Godwin Austen/K2 (8,611m/28,250 ft) and mount Nanga Parbat (8,123m/26,650 ft) lie in Northern Kashmir.The Indus river flows through Kashmir.

Kausani 53 Km North of Almora, Kumaon Himalayas, State of Uttranchal, India.Kausani Standing 1890 meters high above the sea level, Kausani is natures own reserve. 

Kharagpur city, south-central West Bengal state, northeastern India, just south of the Kasai River.Kharagpur is now an important rail junction, with workshops and a large, carefully laid-out railway settlement. Rice milling and the manufacture of chemicals, shoes, and silk cloth are important industries.

Kishangarh city, central Rajasthan state, northwestern India. It is situated about 50 miles (80 km) southwest of Jaipur on the banks of Lake Gandalao. The town is a rich storehouse of marbles

Kodaikanal town, Madurai district,Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, at an elevation of (2,225 m) in the Palni Hills.It also contains a meteorological observatory that engages in astrophysical research. The town serves as a collection and distribution centre for fruits and vegetables, especially potatoes and pears, which are sent to neighbouring cities on the plains.

Kolhapur city, southwestern Maharashtra state, western India, on the Pancaganga River. Kolhapur lies in a prosperous agricultural region and is an important commercial city. Its industries include sugar processing and the manufacture of textiles and engineering products. 

Kolkata (Calcutta)  city, capital of West Bengal. It is India’s largest city and one of its majorports. The city is located on the east bank of the Hooghly River, once the main channel of the Ganges River, about (154 kilometres) upstream from the head of the Bay of Bengal; there the port city developed as a point of transshipment from water to land and from river to sea.A city of commerce, transport, and manufacture, Calcutta is the dominant urban centre of eastern India.

Kollam Located 71 Km to the north of Thiruvananthapuram, Kollam is the centre of the country’s cashew trading and processing industry. One of the oldest ports of the Malabar coast. Kollam was once the port of international trade

Kota administrative headquarters of Kota district, Rajasthan state, northwestern India, just east of the Chambal River Kota is a communications and industrial centre, the growth of which has resulted from the availability of electric power from the nearby Chambal Dam (part of the multipurpose Chambal Valley project). Major industries include oil, textile, paper, cotton, and bone mills; adistillery; and match, precision-instrument, nylon, strawboard, electric-cable, and rubber factories.

Kottayam city, southern Kerala state, southwestern India, near Vembanad Lake at the mouth of the Minachil River south-southeast of Cochin.Kottayam developed into an important market centre in the early 20th century after tea and rubber plantations were established in the nearby Anaimalai Hills.

Kullu city, central Himachal Pradesh state, northwestern India. The city lies on the Beas River about (100 km) north of Shimla, the state capital, with which it is linked by road. It is an agricultural-trade centre; handloom weaving is the principal industry. Tea, fruit, wheat, barley, and other crops are grown in the surrounding area

Kumaon Kumaon (21035 Sq Km.) is situated in the State of Uttar Pradesh and lies between the latitude 28º 44’N and 30º 49' and longitude 78º 45' and 81º 1' E. It is separated from Nepal, to the East, by the river Kali. To the North is the Kailas-Mansrovar region of Western Tibet. To the West, Kumaon lies alongside the Chamoli and Pauri districts of Garhwal and to the South it touches the districts of Bareilly, Pilibhit, Rampur, Moradabad and Bijnor.

Kumbakonam city, east-central Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, in the Cauvery River delta.it is renowned for its trade in foods, particularly rice and betel leaves, and for its hand-spun silks and bell-metal pots. 

Lalgudi is a town located around 20KM from Tiruchirapalli (Tamil Nadu) on NH227 Tiruchirapalli-Chidambaram. Lalgudi lies close to Coleroon River. Ayyan Vaikal is the river passing through Lalgudi.

Lunglei is a town, situated in the south-central part of Mizoram state, northeastern. Lunglei has 9.97% of the forest land within its total area. Most of the indigenous local inhabitants of the district of Lunglei depend on agriculture and earn their livelihood from growing crops.

Lucknow city, capital of Uttar Pradesh state, northern India, on the Gomati River, at the junction of numerous roads andrail lines. The city is a marketplace for agricultural products (mangoes, melons, and variousgrains are grown locally), and its industries include foodprocessing, manufacturing, handicrafts.

Ludhiana city, central Punjab state, northwestern India. The city stands on the Sutlej River’s old bank, 8 miles (13 km) south ofits present course, and is on the Grand Trunk Road. Ludhiana is the important industrial city mostly including agro processing industries hoisery  being most important.

Madikeri lies in the Western Ghats and is a popular hill station. The nearest cities are Mangalore to the west, and Mysore to the east.

Mavoor is the largest village of Kozhikode district in Kerala, Mavoor is 20 km east of Calicut city, beside the river Chaliyar. industrial house of Birla established a factory named 'Gwalior Rayons' (later renamed as Grasim) at Mavoor for producing pulp and fibre.

Madurai city, south-central Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, bounded on the west by Kerala state. It is the second largest, and probably oldest, city in the state. Located on the Vaigai River. Large-scale industry has developed in the suburbs. Predominant are cotton spinning and weaving and the manufacture of transport equipment, tobacco, and sugar. 

Mamallapuram (Mahabalipuram)  The townlies along the Bay of Bengal  (60 km) south of Madras.The town’s five rathas, or monolithic temples, are the remnants of seven temples, for which the town was known as Seven Pagodas. The town is a resort and tourist centre.

Mangalore town, administrative headquarters of Dakshin Kannad district, southwestern Karnataka (formerly Mysore) state, southern India, a port on the Arabian Sea. Lying on the backwaters formed by the Netravati and Gurpur rivers, it has long been a roadstead along the Malabar Coast. Mangalore remains an important producer of roofing tiles. Other industries include boatbuilding, coffee curing, pottery manufacture, and the making of brick kilns.

Margao west-central Goa state, western India. Madgaon is situated on the railway that extends from Marmagao port to Castle Rock in Karnataka state. The third largest city in Goa, it gained importance with the development of Marmagao port, the best harbour between Bombay and Cochin.

Mathura city, western Uttar Pradesh state, northern India, on the Yamuna River, northwest of agra.Mathura is the traditional birthplace of the god Krishna and is one of the seven sacred cities of the Hindus. it is an agricultural trade centre and oil refinary.

Meerut town, northwestern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. It lies northeast of Delhi, at the junction of several roads and rail lines. Meerut is a trade centre for agricultural products and has a considerable amount of industry, including manufacturing, smelting, handicrafts, and the millingof sugar, cotton, flour, and oilseeds

Moradabad city, administrative headquarters of Moradabad district, Uttar Pradesh state, northern India, on a ridge along the Ramganga River.it is a trade centre for agricultural products. Industries include cotton milling and weaving, metalworking, electroplating, and printing.

Mumbai (Bombay) city, capital of Maharashtra state, India, and the country’s financial and commercial centre and principal port on the Arabian Sea. It is one of the largest and most densely populated cities in the world.Bombay has long been the centre of India’s cotton-textile industry.

Mussoorie city, northern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. It is situated about 20 miles (32 km) north of Dehra Dun. Mussoorie lies at an elevation of 6,932 feet on a ridge of one of the Himalayan foothills amidst picturesque mountain scenery. 

Mysore city, south-central Karnataka (formerly Mysore) state, southern India. It lies northwest of Chamundi Hill and midway between the Cauvery and Kabbani rivers on the undulating Deccan plateau at an elevation of 2,525 feet . The land surrounding the city is characterized by rain-filled shallow depressions (tanks).Mysore’s cottage industries include cotton weaving, tobacco and coffee processing, and the making of bidis (cigarettes). The area is known for its artwork in ivory, metal, and wood, 

Nanpara is located at It has an average elevation of 132 metres (433 feet). It is located at 20 km from the Indo-Nepal border, and 36 km from the district Bahraich (Uttar Pradesh)

Navsari is a city and municipality in the Surat Metropolitan Region and also the administrative headquarters Navsari District of Gujarat, India. The city is located in southern Gujarat and is situated near the Purna River, within a few kilometres of the river's delta, which is west of the city and empties into the Gulf of Khambhat.

Nedumangad is a municipality in Thiruvananthapuram district in the Indian state of Kerala. It is located around 20 km to the north-east of Thiruvananthapuram city on the Thiruvananthapuram — Thenmala State Highway. It is an important centre for the commercial trade in pepper and rubber.

Nippani is the largest urban center in Chikkodi Taluka of Belgaum District. It is located at a distance of 74 km from the district headquarters, 23 km from the taluka headquarters and 40 km from Kolhapur city in Maharashtra State. Nipani is close to branches of western ghats

Nagaon district in the state of Assam. It is situated 123 kilometres (76 mi) east of Guwahati. Nagaon is bounded on the North by the Sonitpur district and the Brahmaputra river. On the South it is bounded by the West Karbi Anglong District and North Cachar Hills.

Namakkal is It is a part of Kongu Nadu (Kongu Desam) region of Tamil Nadu  It has an average elevation of 218 metres (715 ft). It is close to Kolli Hills which is part of the Eastern Ghats .The closest river is Kaveri.

Nautanwa is a city and a in Maharajganj district in the Indian state of Uttar Pradesh. The land seems to be blessed by Buddha's presence. On North it has birth place of Buddha, and south of it has the death place of Buddha. And on the east is Sita's Birthplace Janakpur. Close to Nautanwa is the town of Sonauli which is the border of India and Nepal.

Nuzvid is a mandal in Krishna District, Andhra Pradesh, Nuzvid is well known for its mangos, which are exported world wide.
Nadiad city, east-central Gujarat state, west-central India. It is situated in the lowlands between the Vindhya Range and the Gulf of Cambay (an extension of the Arabian Sea). Nadiad is a major industrial and commercial centre and a road and rail junction. 

Nagaur town, administrativeheadquarters of Nagaur district, Rajasthan state, western India.Nagaur district  [17,718 sq km]), formerly part of Jodhpur princely state, comprises a sandy plain bordered east by the Aravalli Range. Bajra (pearl millet), sorghum (jowar), and pulses are the chief crops, and an excellent breed of oxen is reared. Marble (at Makrana) and gypsum deposits.

Nagpur , northeastern Maharashtra state, western India. It lies along the Nag River and is situated almost at the geographic centre of India.The growing of cotton in the region about the time of the construction of the railway led to the establishment of a large textile mill and signaled the development of the city asan important industrial centre.

Nainital Naini Tal town, northern Uttaranchal state, northern India. The town lies in the Siwalik Range.The town is built around a beautiful lake and is surrounded by forested hills.

Nasik town, northwestern Maharashtra state, western India. It lies along the Godavari River . Nasik is an important religiouscentre. The area in which Nasik is situated is drained by the Girna and Godavari rivers, which flow through open, fertile valleys.The chief crops grown in the region are wheat, millet, and peanuts (groundnuts). 

Panaji town, Panaji - The capital of Goa and headquarters of North Goa District, a small and charming city on the left bank of silvery Mandovi river, with beautiful, red-roofed houses, built in Latin style, also boasts of many modern houses, well laid gardens, statues and avenues lined with Gulmohar, Acassia and other trees. Enchanting panorama unfolds from atop Altinho (Hill Top) 

Ongole in Prakasam district in the state of Andhra Pradesh, India. It is the administrative headquarters of Prakasam District. Ongole is famous for its Ongolu Gitta (Ongole breed of oxen). This is one of the major Zebu cattle breeds in the world.

Osmanabad city is located in the Osmanabad district in the southern part of the state of Maharashtra.

Panipat city, Haryana state, northwestern India. The plain of Panipat was the site of three decisive battles in Indian history in the 16th and 18thcenturies. Wool and cotton milling, saltpetre refining, and the manufacture of glass, electrical appliances, and bricks are the city’s chief industries

Patiala city, administrative headquarters of Patiala district, Punjab state, northwestern India. The city lies on a major rail line, as well as on a branch of the Sirhind Canal.is a trade and industrial centre; weaving, cotton ginning, distilling, and manufacturing are among its industries. 

Patna capital of Bihar state, northern India. It lies about  (470 km) northwest of Calcutta.Patna is a riverside city that extends along the south bank of the Ganges River for about 12 miles (19 km)
Porbandar town, Junagadh district, Gujarat state, west central India, on the Arabian Sea. The birthplace of Mahatma Gandhi,It is famous for its building stone, and it also produces a variety of manufactures. 

Pune city, Maharashtra state, western India, at the junction of the Mul? and Mutha rivers. Called “Queen of the Deccan,” Pune is the cultural capital of the Maratha peoples,The region surrounding Pune includes the Sahyadri Hills, theBalaghat Range (north), and the Mahadeo Hills (south), which enclose the northern Bhama River valley. Chief crops are jowar (sorghum), bajra (pearl millet), sugarcane, and rice.Most of the important religious,

Puri administrative headquarters of Puri district, eastern Orissa state, eastern India, on the Bay of Bengal. The seacoast town is a market centre, rail terminus, and resort; its industries include handicrafts, fish curing, and rice milling. Puri is also a famous Hindu pilgrimage centre.Puri district, (10,159 sq km) in area, comprises a rice-growing alluvial plain in the east and a forested hilly region crossed by the Eastern Ghats range in the west. The forests provide bamboo and sal (a resin source)

Pushkar town, Rajasthan state, northwestern India. A pilgrimage centre, the town contains five temples, Pushkar Lake are dedicated to the god Brahma. 

Rajkot town, west-central Gujarat state, west-central India, near the centre of theKathiawar Peninsula. The terrain surrounding Rajkot is undulating, its stony soil watered by several streams. Principal crops are grains, sugarcane, and cotton; cotton and woolen textiles are the main manufactures.

Ramanathapuram district, Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India.Ramanathapuram district occupies part of the flat southern coastal plain, including the island of Rameswaram. Protected from the northeastern and southwestern monsoons by the Western Ghats to the west and the mountains of Sri Lanka to the southeast, it has an unusually dry climate, but irrigation tanks (embanked earth reservoirs) enable the district to produce chilies and cotton for export.

Ranchi city, capital of Jharkhand state, northeastern India, lying along the Subarnarekha River.Ranchi is situated on the Ranchi plateau of the Chota Nagpur Plateau system, with lofty flat-topped hills (pats) in the northwest. Rice is the principal crop in lands irrigated by the Subarnarekha, Sankh, North Koel, and South Koel rivers. Bauxite, limestone, and kaolin (china clay) deposits 

Ratnagiri town, southwestern Maharashtra state, western India, on the Arabian Sea coast. The surrounding area is bordered on the east by the Sahyadri Hills of the Western Ghats. The hills receive heavy annual rainfall, which runs off in rapid streams that have dissected the landscape, creating infertile plateaus separated by fertile alluvial valleys. The main crops are rice and coconuts;

Rishikesh Rishikesh is located in the northern part of Uttar Pradesh. It is surrounded by hills on three sides and is perched at an altitude of 356 meters above sea level. The name Rishikesh is loosely applied to an association of five distinct sections encompassing not only the town but also hamlets and settlements on both sides of the rive

Saharanpur town, northwestern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India,The town’s industries include railway workshops, cotton and sugar processing, papermaking, and other manufactures. Sah?ranpur also has an active trade in agricultural produce. The Central Fruit ResearchInstitute,

Salem town, north-central Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India. It is on the Tirumanimuttar River near Attar Gap between the Kalrayan and Pachamalaihills. The area around Salem is composed of a series of hills (the Shevaroy, Kalrayan, Kollaimalai, and Pachaimalai hills) in the east and a section of the Cauvery River valley in the west. It is primarily an agricultural area specializing in fruit, coffee, cotton, and peanuts (groundnuts). Minerals include iron-ore, bauxite, and manganese deposits

Sangli town, southern Maharashtra state, western India. It lies along the Krishna River, east of Kolhapur on the Pune–Bangalore railway. Its market in oilseeds andturmeric is one of the most important in India. Sangli contains a Gapapati temple that attracts many pilgrims.The chief agricultural products of the surrounding Krishna River valley are millet, sugarcane, and dairy products. Southeast of Sangli lies the rapidly growing Sangli-Miraj industrial complex. 

Satara town, southwestern Maharashtra state, western India, west of the confluence of the Krishna and Venna rivers,Satara lies in a fertile agricultural region (sugarcane, wheat, tobacco, peanuts [groundnuts], pulses, and millet) and is renowned for its animal husbandry. 

Satna city, northeastern Madhya Pradesh state, central India. It is situated on the Tons River, a tributary of the Ganges.  the city is an important distribution centre for agricultural products and cloth fabrics. Industries include flour and oilseed milling, handloom weaving, and cement manufacturing; there is a thermal power station

Sawai Madhopur town, eastern Rajasthan state, northwestern India. Ranthambhore National Park, one of the two most important National Parks in the state of Rajasthan which is under the Project Tiger.

Shillong city, capital of Meghalaya state, northeastern India. The city is located onthe Shillong Plateau at an elevation of 4,990 feet  Shillong is one of the largest cities in northeastern India and is an important trade centre for agricultural products. Its research stations include dairy farm, fruit, and silkworm-growing institutions; 

Shimla city, administrative headquarters of Simla district and capital of Himachal Pradesh state, northwestern  the city is one of India’s most popular hill resorts. It is a rail terminus and lies on a main road,  (280 km) north of Delhi. Simla is also an agricultural trade centre and has some industry, including light manufacturing, brewing, and handloom weaving. India. 

Sirsa town, extreme western Haryana state, northwestern India, on the edge of the Great Indian (Thar) Desert.Agriculture in the areais supported by extensive canal irrigation systems.handloom weaving and various manufactures.  

Solapur town, administrative headquarters of Sholapur district, Maharashtra state, western India, on the Sina River. Sholapur district (5,800 sq mi [15,021 sq km]) comprises a low, undulating plateau with no major hills. Most of the population is engaged in agriculture, but uncertain rainfall causes occasional famine. Wheat, millet, and cotton are the principal crops; sugarcane is grown under irrigation. 

Sonepat city, east-central Haryana state, northern India, Sonepat is one of the major bicycle-manufacturing centres in the country; other products include sewing-machine parts, automobile parts.
Srinagar city, summer capital of the Indian-heldsector of Jammu and Kashmir state, northwestern India. The city lies along the banks of the Jhelum River, at an elevation of (1,600 m) in theVale of Kashmir. The Vale of Kashmir contains the surrounding area’s most fertile agricultural land, and the valley is one of the most densely populated areas of Jammu and Kashmir. The mountains among which Srqnagar is situated are heavily forested with pine, fir, and deodar
Surat city, southeastern Gujarat state, west-central India. It lies near the mouth of the Tapti River and the Gulf of Cambay. The surrounding area is intensively cultivated; chief crops include cotton, millet, pulses, and rice. Textile manufacturingis concentrated in Surat city. 

Tezpur city, north-central Assam state, northeastern India. Situated along the Brahmaputra River, it is a trade centre for tea, rice, and other crops grown in thesurrounding agricultural area.

Thalassery (Tellicherry)  city, northern Kerala state, southwestern India. Tellicherry is still a major port for the export of pepper, coffee, sandalwood, and coconuts. It has a thriving furniture industry as well as coffee-curing, rope- and mat-making, and other industries. 

Thane town, Maharashtra state, western India, at the mouth of the Thana River and head of the Ulhas Estuary, northeast of Bombay. The town is primarily a residential suburb of Bombay, though it has a large industrial complex, including an industrial estate, with chemical, engineering, and textile industries,

Thanjavur town, administrative headquarters of Thanjavar district, Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India, in the Cauvery Delta. Thanjavar district (about 3,205 sq mi [8,300 sq km] in area) occupies part of the flat, fertile Cauvery Delta, one of the most important rice-growing areas in India, terminating in the southeast at Point Calimere at the confluence of Palk Strait and the Bay of Bengal. 

Thiruvananthapuram (Trivandrum) city, capital of Kerala state, southwestern India.Trivandrum is situated on a coastal plain with isolated hills. Rice and coconut cultivation and coastal fishing are economically important. 

Tiruchirappalli city, central Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India. central Tamil Nadu state, southeastern India. It is on the main road and rail routes between Madras and Trivandrum and lies at the head of the Kaveri (Cauvery). The city is nowan industrial centre that has modern heavy electrical, thermal boiler, and locomotive construction workshops, alongside traditional cotton hand-weaving and cigar-rolling cottage industries.River delta. 

Tirunelveli city, southernTamil Nadu state, southeastern India. It lies along the Tambraparni River, Tirunelveli lies in the fertile alluvial valley of the Tambraparni River, which rises in the Western Ghats mountain range and flows eastward to eventually empty intothe Gulf of Mannar. The Tambraparni provides irrigation water for crops of rice and cotton.

Tirupati city, southeastern Andhra Pradesh state,southern India. It lies about (108 km) northwest of Madras in the Palkonda Hills. Tirupati is known as theabode of the Hindu god Veakatesvara, Lord of Seven Hills.

Tiruppur city, western Tamil Nadu state, south-central India, on the Noyil River. It is an active cotton-ginning and distribution centre with rail connections to Coimbatore and Erode. The city became a major centre for the manufacture of cotton-knit textiles.

Trichur town, administrative headquarters of Trichar district, central Kerala state, southwestern India. The town is located 12 mi (19 km) inland on an extensive lagoon system. A commercial and cultural centre, it is considered to be the oldest town on the west coast of India; its name means “small sacred place.” agriculture is important (rice and coconuts are the main crops),

Tumkur city, eastern Karnataka (formerly Mysore) state, southern India. Tumkar lies at the foot of Devarayadurga Hill, which has a picturesque health resort at about 3,900 feet (1,190 m). The chief crops grown in the surrounding area are millet, rice, and oilseeds.

Tuticorin town, southern Tamil Nadu state, southern India. The town lies on the Gulf of Mannar,Most of the town’s shipping is handled, nonetheless, at New Tuticorin, about  (8 km) southeastof the original port. One of the major ports of India, it can receive vessels with drafts of up to 27 feet (. It handles a large volume of coal traffic, as well as trade with Sri Lanka. 
Udaipur  city, southern Rajasthan state, northwestern India. It lies in the hills of the Aravali Range.  Udaipur is an agricultural distributing centre. Its factories produce chemicals, asbestos, and clay. Cloth, embroidery, ivory

Ulhasnagar city, northwestern Maharashtra state, western India. It lies northeast of Bombay. Part of the Thana industrial area, it specializes in the manufacture ofchemicals and silk and nylon textiles. 

Vadodara city, administrative headquarters of Vadodara district, east central Gujarat state, west central India, on the Visvsmitra River, southeast of Ahmadabad. Vadodara district occupies (7,788 sq km), extending from the Narmada River (south) to the Mahi River (north). It corresponds roughly to the capital division, or district, of the former princely state of Baroda (the Gaekwar dominions). Cash crops are cotton, tobacco, and castor beans. Wheat, pulses, corn (maize), rice, and garden crops are grown for local use and export.

Varanasi city, southeastern Uttar Pradesh state, northern India. It is located on the left bank of the Ganges River and is one of the seven sacred cities of the Hindus.Varanasi has the finest river frontage in India, with miles of ghats, or steps, for religious bathing; an array of shrines, temples, and palaces rises tier on tier from the water’s edge. The inner streets of the city are narrow, winding, and impassable for motor traffic; the newer, outer suburbs are more spacious and are laid out more systematically.

Vijayawada city, east-central Andhra Pradesh state, southern India, onthe Krishna River. The city is a centre for Hindu pilgrimages.  It is also known for its toys, many of them miniatures. Of note is the Victoria Jubilee Museum, which has a magnificent black granite Buddha. 

Visakhapatnam city, northeastern Andhra Pradesh state, southern India. It lies on the Bay of Bengal. The surrounding area is dominated on the west by the well-forested Eastern Ghats and farther east is drained by numerous rivers, among them the Godavari and Indravati. Agriculture is the mainstay of the region’s economy. The city is also an important shipbuilding centre; the first steamer to be built in India was launched in Vishakhapatnam’s harbour in 1948. 

Warud is situated by the side of river Chudamani. In ancient days it was a saying that Chudamani is the holy river containing milk flow. Warud is one of the most earning place in Amravati district of Maharashtra. Soil here is black and most suitable for cotton and oranges. It is full of Orange growing farms called as "Santra Bagicha".
Warangal city, northern Andhra Pradesh state, southern India.Warangal is now a commercial and industrial centre, its main products being carpets, blankets, and silks.Warangal was the ancient capital of the Kakatayas.
Wani is located at the Eastern Side of Yavatmal District about 105 km from Yavatmal i.e. on Yavatmal-Chandrapur Road, nearly 55 km from Chandrapur and 135 km from Nagpur. Wani is well known as Black Diamond City. Wani is situated geographically on the banks of river Nirguda. Nirguda which is north - west side of Wani, have been affected by the years of mining in the region and small dams on the river.

Yadgir Yadagiri district of Karnataka. The Bhima River flows through Yadgir town. Yadgiri district is place of full natural resource like Water(Mainly Two river flows Krishna and Bhima). and there is lots of scope for Industrilisation in future.One Sugar and fuel industry "Core Green" also established near Hiretumkur village. Recently Rich uranium deposits have been found in the Gogi belt covering the villages of Gogi,
Zunheboto is home to the Sumi Naga. The word Zunheboto is derived from the Sumi words 'zunhebo', name of a flowering shurb, and 'to' or'ato', hill top. The 'zunhebo' plant grows abundantly in this region and the town was built on the top of the rolling hills hence the name, 'Zunhebo-to' or Zunheboto as known today.
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
